Dr. Kristi Streeter Awarded $1 million NIH Pathway to Independence Award


Department of Physical Therapy
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Dr. Kristi Streeter, a post-doc mentored by Dr. David Fuller in the Department of Physical Therapy, received a
$1 million K99/R00 Pathway to Independence Award from the National Heart, Lung and Blood Institute of NIH.
The focus of Dr. Streeter's research is understanding the role of phrenic afferents and cardiorespiratory control
following spinal cord injury.

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Dr. Riley Jones Publishes on New Class of Anti-Cancer Immune System Activating Agents
to Treat Rare and Exceptionally Deadly Cancers


Department of Medicine


Dr. Jones, a clinical Postdoctoral Associate in the Department of Medicine, has recently published a case study
describing promising results for patients diagnosed with malignant pleural mesothelioma. Dr. Jones’ case study
demonstrates the potential for a new class of anti-cancer immune system activating agents to treat rare and
exceptionally deadly cancers such as malignant mesothelioma, while also highlighting areas for deeper
investigation into better stratifying which patients are likely to be good therapeutic candidates that have been
overlooked in most clinical trials to date.  This case study may play a key role in FDA approval for this
potentially life-saving drug. The case study is published in the American Journal of Case Reports and was
recently featured in the media.
