Abstract: Hierarchical Linear Dynamical System (HLDS) is a recently introduced generative state model


that has a self-organizing property.  It exploits Kalman update rules for efficient learning. The self-


organizing property of HLDS enables the model to be utilized for the purpose of clustering. The


application scope of original HLDS is limited to linearly separable signals such as musical notes.  This talk


is about employing HLDS for processing bird vocalizations.
