Holiday Closing Period for Faculty and Staff

In keeping with past practice, the University of Florida will be closed Tuesday, December 25 (Christmas),
and Tuesday, January 1 (New Year’s Day), as well as the holiday closing period of December 26 through
December 31. This holiday closing period is designed to offer departments the flexibility to close or
significantly reduce staffing during the holiday season. The university will reopen Tuesday, January 2.

All TEAMS employees, 12-month Academic Personnel and postdoctoral associates have been credited
with four personal leave days to be used during the holiday closing period of December 26 through 31.
Eligible employees who are considered “essential” and will be required to work between December 26
and December 31 may have their work schedules adjusted to use their four personal days between now
and June 30, 2019, based on departmental needs. Please note: Essential personnel for this holidayperiod
are not necessarily the same personnel who may be required to work during a campus emergency such as
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a hurricane closure. As in the past, UF vice presidents - working with deans, directors and department
chairs - determine which employees are required to work to support campus operations during this
period.
