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American Cancer Society - funding opportunities due April 1, 2019

entered into the UFIRST system, so that they may be accurately tracked and monitored by the Division of


Sponsored Programs.


Research Scholar Grants - Deadlines:  April 1 and October 15, 2019


Research Scholar Grants (RSGs) are awards are for up to 4 years and for up to $165,000 per year for direct


costs, plus 20% allowable indirect costs. Independent investigators in the first 6 years of an independent


research career or faculty appointment are eligible to apply. Eligibility is extended for 8 years for clinician


scientists who remain active in clinical care.


Clinician Scientist Development Grant - Deadlines:  April 1 and October 15, 2019


The Clinician Scientist Development Grant (CSDG) fosters the development of clinicians to clinician


scientists. Clinician scientists are investigators licensed to provide patient care and trained to conduct


research. They pursue research questions across the cancer research continuum of relevance to improving


health. The CSDG provides support for protected time to allow junior faculty who see patients to be


mentored and participate in research training to aid their development as independent clinician scientists.


Who's Eligible: Applicants must be full-time and within the first 6 years of their initial faculty appointment.


Grant Term and Budget: Awards range from 3 to 5 years, for a maximum $135,000 Direct costs, plus 8%


allowable indirect costs per year. The mentor(s) receive a maximum of $10,000 per year (regardless of the


number of mentors). That amount is included in the $135,000.
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Postdoctoral Fellowships – Deadlines:  April 1 and October 15, 2019


Researchers who have received a doctoral degree may apply for initial funding to start training for an


independent career in cancer research (including basic, preclinical, clinical, cancer control, psychosocial,


behavioral, epidemiology, health services and health policy research). Grant Term and Budget: Awards may


be for 3 years with progressive stipends of $48,000, $50,000, and $52,000 per year, plus a $4,000 per year


fellowship allowance.  An additional $1,500 is added to the fellowship allowance in the last year to attend


the ACS Postdoctoral Fellows Symposium or a domestic scientific meeting. Depending on availability of


special endowment funds, the American Cancer Society annually selects one or more of the top-ranked


fellowships to be supplemented above the standard stipend.


 


Pilot and Exploratory Projects in Palliative Care of Cancer Patients and Their Families – Deadline: April 1,


2019


Purpose: The development of the specialty of palliative medicine is a critical step in addressing the unmet


needs of patients with serious illness and their families. Pilot data are typically needed before funding


agencies (e.g., NIH, VA, or the American Cancer Society) will consider funding a research project. In an


effort to support clinician investigators conducting patient-oriented research in palliative care, the


American Cancer Society (ACS), in parallel with the National Palliative Care Research Center (NPCRC), is


soliciting applications for pilot/exploratory research grants in palliative care for cancer patients and their


families. These grants will generate the pilot data necessary to maximize an investigator's chances of


successfully competing for larger grants.


 


Institutional Research Grant – Deadline: April 1, 2019


Institutional Research Grants (IRGs) are block grants given to institutions as "seed money" for the initiation


of projects by promising junior investigators. They average $120,000 a year for 3 years.
