On January 15, 2019, Florida’s Governor issued this letter to discontinue reimbursement to employees and


contractors on official state business for Airbnb services. As a result, UF is making the following changes to its


current directives and procedures.


Effective January 22nd 2019, Airbnb services should no longer be used by anyone on official University of Florida
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travel. Reimbursements will be allowed for travel that contains Airbnb services where the travel began prior to


January 22, 2019. This requirement is applicable to Pcard purchases as well.  Please cancel all official university


business travel reservations that utilize Airbnb services and make other arrangements.

The goal of


the portfolio is to develop sound data to inform and disseminate best practices that produce better outcomes,


including quality of life, for people living with spinal cord injury and their loved ones. Areas of interest include:


aging, caregiving, employment, health behaviors and fitness, independent living, self-management and technology


access.


There are three funding categories in the PSR Portfolio:


Postdoctoral Fellowships


Amount: Funding for Fellowships is $75,000 per year, for up to two years; $150,000 total costs; No IDCs

Two-year Pilot Grants support psychosocial research projects that lay the groundwork to inform future


studies, that test the feasibility of novel methods, and/or that collect new data that can enhance larger


scale studies.


 


Studies and Demonstration Projects


Amount: Funding for PSR Study and Demonstration Projects is for up to three years, $400,000 total costs;


10% IDC


Three-year Studies and Demonstration Projects encourage innovative and substantive studies that fill


important gaps in the spinal cord injury field, that open new areas of psychosocial research, and/or that


develop and evaluate interventions to address psychosocial issues after spinal cord injury.
