Gene discovery in muscular dystrophy (~40 min.)


The muscular dystrophies are inherited, progressive muscle disorders characterized by destruction and wasting of


muscle tissues. Standard variant analysis of next generation sequence (NGS) data is commonly used to discover


pathogenic mutations underlying rare genetic disorders. NGS studies of limb girdle muscular dystrophies (LGMDs)


typically identify pathogenic mutations in approximately 40% of cases. Recent studies are increasingly focusing on


the identification and characterization of pathogenic mutations in regulatory regions, including canonical RNA


splice sites. However, potentially pathogenic variants that affect or create non-canonical splice sites are more


difficult to ascertain. Additionally, synonymous, intronic, and intergenic small-scale variants, as well as larger


structural variants, may be responsible for a considerable proportion of subjects who remain undiagnosed after


extensive sequencing analysis. Some of these defects can be identified through in silico data mining of existing


next generation sequencing datasets, followed by targeted use of 3rd generation long read sequencing techniques.


My research involves using cutting-edge molecular techniques to acquire improved sequence data combined with


novel bioinformatics tools to assess this data to identify cryptic pathogenic mutations. This knowledge can provide


a basis for genetic counseling, and an understanding of the molecular mechanisms of the disease may potentially


guide therapeutic approaches.


This lunch-time seminar series will take place the 2nd Wednesday of each month from noon – 1:15pm. The seminar


will feature presentations from UF Postdocs, time to network with peers, and updates on campus resources from


the Office of Postdoc Affairs. Note that the location will change each month based on the preference of the


presenting postdoc.

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Plotting the Garden: Politics and Narrative in the Literature and Culture of Gardens
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March 21-22, 2019 at Ustler Hall Atrium, Harn Museum of Art, and Wilmot Gardens


“Plotting the Garden” is a two-day conference at the University of Florida that explores the intersection of


gardens as physical plots of land cultivated for a purpose; as narrative plots that tell a story; and as physical plots


that convey identity, power, and even intrigue. Speakers from across the United States gather to consider garden


plots in texts and images from across historical periods and geographic settings. Two keynote speakers provide


contexts for understanding the politics of garden plots in ancient Rom and in early 20th century America.

Title: Analyzing Traffic Signal Performance Measures to Automatically Classify Signalized Intersections


 


Abstract: Traffic signals are installed at road intersections to control the flow of traffic. An optimally operating


traffic signal improves the efficiency of traffic flow while maintaining safety. The effectiveness of traffic signals


has a significant impact on travel time for vehicular traffic. There are several measures of effectiveness (MOE) for


traffic signals. In this study, we develop a work-flow to automatically score and rank the intersections in a region


based on their performance, and group the intersections that show similar behavior, thereby highlighting patterns


of similarity. In the process, we also detect potential bottlenecks in the region of interest.
