Optimal Downlink and Uplink User Association in Backhaul-limited HetNets towards 5G

Abstract: By 2019, it is no secret to the global 5G networking community: there are not adequate bandwidth
resources to go around anymore. The growing traffic demand rate is expected to overpass the 10 exabytes per
month soon, driven by not only the 10 billion user equipment (UE) but also the IoT devices that are anticipated to
bring online 50 billion other devices. Such differentiated types of communications, offering a plethora of
differentiated services, in either downlink or uplink direction, sharpen the traffic demand heterogeneity adding
tough and complex constraints in terms of latency, capacity, jitter, etc. Operators (e.g., AT&T, Verizon)
struggling with such traffic increase bet on aggressively dense deployments, overlaying the conventional macro
cell, where low-power small cells dominate. Such heterogeneous network deployments will allow to considerably
improve spectral efficiency. Nevertheless, the higher the deployment density the higher the chance that these
networks will suffer from intense spatio-temporal variations. Such fluctuations can create serious problems in
terms of performance if not well studied. Also, the aggressive small cell densification, followed by a tremendous
capacity crunch, threatens the capacities of the corresponding backhaul links that provide connectivity to the core
and emerges the backhaul network as a key performance bottleneck for 5G systems. All these make the problem
of associating a user (e.g., tablet, mobile phone, IoT device) to a BS challenging. In that context, we propose an
analytical framework for user association in heterogeneous backhaul-limited 5G networks that jointly considers
radio access and backhaul performance. We derive an algorithm that takes into account spectral efficiency, base
station load, different degrees of load balancing, backhaul link capacities, and topology, and uplink and downlink
traffic demand, and we analytically prove it converges to an optimal solution. We then use extensive simulations
to study the impact of backhaul capacity limitations towards 5G on different key performance metrics.

The Mobility of Belonging: How Black People Construct Indigeneity on Turtle Island
with Kyle Mays

April 8, 2019 at 4:30PM in Smathers 100

Whiteness in the United States has always been constructed through an ‘Other.’ Writers and scholars such as Toni
Morrison and Phil Deloria Jr. have written significantly on this topic as they relate to Black Americans and
Indigenous peoples. However, | want to take a step back from whiteness, and explore how Black Americans
understand their sense of belonging in the United States, and place this within the context of this being Indigenous
land. This paper challenges two core assumptions. First, it challenges the idea that Black people are “settlers” or
“guests” on Turtle Island. Second, it articulates how Black people have tried to construct a sense of place within
the settler state, as people who have been consistently treated as second-class citizens and at other times, non-
human. Using case studies from Pan-Africanism, the Black Power Movement, and contemporary popular culture,
this paper argues for a new way of talkin’ and thinking about Black belonging on Indigenous land.

Kyle T. Mays (Black/Saginaw Anishinaabe) is an Assistant Professor in the Department of African American Studies
and the American Indian Studies Center, at the University of California, Los Angeles. He is a transdisciplinary
scholar of Afro-Indigenous Studies, Indigenous popular culture, and urban history. He is the author of Hip Hop
Beats, Indigenous Rhymes: Modernity and Hip Hop in Indigenous North America (SUNY Press, 2018). He is finishing
a book tentatively titled, Aunt Judy’s Detroit: Constructing Belonging and Place in the Motor City, under contract
with the University of Washington Press. He is currently writing a new book on Afro-Indigenous history in the
United States.

Gender, Disability, and the Chinese Muslim’s Encounters with Cultural Traditions and
a Modernized World with Liu Miaomia - April 2nd

Shot in a village of the Hui people, an ethnic minority group of Chinese Muslims, Red Flowers and Green
Leavescenters around a newlywed couple. Suffering from an incurable and chronic disease associated with
epilepsy since born, a young man, Li Gouqing (Gubo), reckons himself as unlikable and has no hope for love and
family life. Under the family arrangement and beyond all expectations, he marries a capable and attractive
woman, Asheeyen. All of a sudden, two strangers are sharing the same bed without know each other’s secret.
Confronted with all sorts of challenges in traditional lifestyle, a modern world, and their own identities and
problems, will they learn compassion and nourish true love?

Director Liu Miaomiao is an important figure in the Chinese Fifth Generation filmmakers who have launched and
formed the Chinese New Wave. Moreover, she is the most prominent female Muslim filmmaker in China, who has
an incredibly sustainable career path and a diverse body of works from the late 1980s to this day. This recent
work, Red Flowers and Green Leaves, exquisitely captures the life of Chinese Muslim in the contemporary society
as they struggle withgender, sexual, religious, ethnic, and cultural identities. It is a film that is deeply concerned
with the existence of ordinary people, showing their perseverance and dignity no matter how harsh the life is in a
realistic light.

Yana’s company uses actors to turn remote Chinese ghost towns into temporary “international booming cities,”
tricking visitors into buying overpriced property. But when the real estate market starts to collapse, she faces
financial ruin. Released in 2016, Dream Empire is a boom to bust tale set in China’s building boom.

In 2017, Dream Empire has been Europe’s most widely screened documentary set in China. The film has been
supported with funding from the Danish Film Institute, Sundance Foundation, and many broadcasters. Dream
Empire has found wide audiences via film festivals and distribution through dozens of global TV stations. It’s
festival premiere was at IDFA in Amsterdam, the world’s largest and most prestigious documentary film festival. It
would do on to receive multiple awards and nominations, including the prestigious Golden Alexander award at the
Thessaloniki International Film Festival, one of Europe’s largest documentary festivals. The film is set to be
released in mainland China in late 2017/early 2018 under the title 8% &, where the film has provoked
significant online discussion.

The 73-minute film is bilingual in English and Chinese with English subtitles.
