“Hierarchi Linear Dynami m for ifying Avian from Recor: Audi

Abstract: In order to aid understanding of avian vocal complexity in Family Paridae, and its relationship to
environmental and social phenomena, we seek to develop automated classification of specific avian notes for two
species that co-occur in N America, Carolina chickadee (Poecile carolinensis) and tufted titmouse (Baeolophus
bicolor). These two species have been classified as “community informants” whose vocal production encodes
situationally specific information used by other species to mitigate predation risks. To automate classifying avian
notes from recorded audio, we worked with hierarchical linear dynamical system (HLDS), a recently proposed
architecture for modeling time series and proposed a novel method for its parameter setting.

HLDS can potentially be employed in two ways: 1) simultaneous segmentation and clustering for exploring the data
ie. finding unknown notes, 2) simultaneous segmentation and classification in the presence of outliers for finding
the notes of interest.

We adapted HLDS for the second purpose since it is an easier task and still a challenging problem in the field.
Each test clip has the same recorded notes as in the training clip but it is different from the training clip in the
order of the recordings and also the level of degradation. After the training, the classes of the interest are defined
to be the notes that HLDS can model nicely during validation. At test, it is automatically decided to which of the
classes of interest a note belongs to if any. Unlike discriminatory classification algorithms, HLDS can find outliers
at the test time ie. resorting to anomaly detection as a preprocessing step is circumvented.
