Listening to the exploding stars. (~50 min.)

People for millennia have looked at the sky and were amazed of its beauty. Nowadays astronomers observe a vast
variety of objects like stars, galaxies, colorful clouds of gas etc. We learn about the nature of these object using
different observables such as the light, neutrinos or very energetic particles that arrive to Earth. These are known
as messengers. Just four years ago, a new type of messenger was observed: gravitational waves. These waves
were predicted by Albert Einstein 100 years ago and they are produced during cosmic cataclysms, like black hole
collisions or star explosions. My main research goal is to search for gravitational waves from exploding stars. | will
explain what the gravitational waves are and why they are so important (for example the Physics Nobel Prize in
2017). While light can be observed in a variety of colors, gravitational waves can be perceived as a separate
spectrum analogous to sound. Astronomers observe exploding stars, but not much is known about their explosion
mechanism. | will explain the current knowledge of why stars explode, the challenges in modeling and how the
observation of gravitational waves can help us in understanding their nature.

This lunch-time seminar series will take place the 2nd Wednesday of each month from noon - 1:15pm (Except for
April, where it was necessary to change the date®©). The seminar will feature presentations from UF Postdocs,
time to network with peers, and updates on campus resources from the Office of Postdoc Affairs. Note that the
location will change each month based on the preference of the presenting postdoc.

work in a university research setting.

Students are available to work in the lab from 9:30 am — 5:00 pm Monday thru Thursday and 9:30 am — 12:00 noon on

Fridays. The first full day in lab is Tuesday, June 11", Students participate in the ongoing research of their mentor’s
lab. Students are matched to your lab based upon criteria you specify or you may review program applications and
select the student placed in your lab.

Students may be supervised by faculty, post doc, or graduate students working in your lab. Each lab must designate one
staff member to be the Youth Protection Trained adult. The designated individual will complete a background screening
through UF HR and a short on-line training module through myufl. Background screenings are good for 5 years provided
there is not more than a 90-day gap in employment. The training module must be retaken annually. This is in
accordance with the policy set-forth by the University’s Office of Youth Protection and the Office of the Provost. Our
office will work with you complete these processes.

Funds must be requested primarily for salary or stipend, and be properly justified.

Other expenditures (e.g., fringe benefits, supplies, travel, workshops, and publications) may not exceed $30,000
per year and must be itemized and properly justified.

Institutional allowance (in lieu of indirect costs) — up to $3,000 per year. Indirect costs are not permitted on
Postdoctoral Fellowship Grant awards.

Applications with budget requests exceeding the budgetary guidelines will not be reviewed.
